Justice Corner

   New Yearôs usually involves some partying and some 

distinct food traditions.  My mother used to have cabbage, 

black-eye peas and Steak Tartar.  It also involved making New 

Yearôs resolutions which no one remembered by the time we 

got into February.  I would offer some spiritual exercises 

instead.  Then your only resolution is to find time for 

reflection.  The Gospel today again reminds us that ñMary 

kept all these things reflecting on them in her heart.ò  The 

genius of Catholicism is to see what is around us and reflect 

on our experiences so that our lives may have an integral 

quality and we may find the right path through 2018.  Here are 

some questions for your New Yearôs reflection: 

1.  What are you grateful for and how do you show 

appreciation for what you have been given? 

2.  Who in your life needs your daily prayers?  Make a list 

or a photo montage and keep it by your prayer chair. 

3.  What are your dreams for the coming year? ñWithout 

dreams the people perish.ò  What steps do you need 

to take to bring your dreams into a reality?  How can 

you encourage others to imagine a better world? 

4.  What relationships need more attention, more love? 

5.  What actions do I need to make 2018 a better year? 

6.  What clutter to I need to empty from my life? 

7.  What do I need to let go of so that Jesus can fill me 

with His grace? 

8.  What problems or concerns do you want to bring to the 

Lord this year? 

   There are many more, but this will do for a start.  Find a 

quiet space in the night or early morning and recall that God is 

always with us, His presence always surrounding us, His Spirit 

always ready to enlighten us.  Like Mary, hold each of these 

questions in your heart for a few minutes and listen for the 

Spirit.  If you wish, you can write down your inspirations so 

that you can go back and reflect on them again.   

   Also check out if your answers are only about your family 

and friends.  The world needs lots of prayer.  What issues do 

you wish to pray for over the coming months?  You might 

have a map of the world and select a specific country or global 

concern to pray for.  Most of the worldôs people are poor and 

need courage and hope to see them through.  Send love and 

courage to various parts of the world.  Imagine a surge of love 

going out from you to people in a refugee camp or people 

under siege in war torn countries.  Get in touch with the force 

of love you have from our ever creating God and send it forth. 

   All this implies that the beginning of a New Year cannot be 

taken lightly.  It is a fresh start.  It is a time to imagine a better 

world and decide how to contribute to bringing light into the 

darkness of a landscape filled with thoughtlessness, greed, and 

lies.  When you enter a room do folks know that Jesus is 

present?  Do they see charity and caring in what you do?  

Jesus came to serve.  Do you think that you are living in His 

image when you serve a meal or do some charitable act for a 

neighbor?  Reflect and decide how you will be His hands and 

feet in 2018.  Come away from your reflection with at least 

one decisive action for this year.
